"Agreement" these Conditions, under Section One, the Schedules, letters and other documents specified in the Schedules, to which reference may properly be made to ascertain the rights and obligations of the Authority and the Contractor.

1.3
"Authorised Officer" - the person duly appointed by the Authority and notified in writing to the Contractor to act as the representative of the Authority for the purpose of the Agreement and in default of such notification the Head of Procurement.

1.4
"Authority" shall mean the Blackpool Borough Council and shall include the Council’s legal personal representatives, successors and assigns.

1.5
"Contractor" shall mean the person, organisation or company whose offer to provide services has been accepted by the Authority and shall include the Contractor's personal representatives, employees, sub-contractors, successors and permitted assigns.

1.6
"Location" the place specified by the Authorised Officer where the Service is to be provided.

1.7
"Period of the Agreement" the dates specified in the Schedules are the dates between which the Service is to be provided.

1.8
“Programme of Work” the timing and sequence of events agreed between the Authority and the Contractor as detailed in the schedules.

1.9
"Schedules"- the Schedules annexed hereto.
1.10 "Service Charge" shall mean the service charges so named in and described in this agreement for the provision of Services.

1.11 “Service” shall mean the service to be provided by the Contractor so described in the Schedules

1.11
“Work” shall mean all tasks and actions to be carried out by the Contractor under the Agreement to deliver the Service and shall include the supply, delivery, installation, testing and setting to work of equipment items and all other work, projects and services.

2.0
Headings
2.1
The Headings are included for ease of reference only and shall not affect the interpretation or construction of these Conditions.

3.
Agreement

3.1 The Contractor hereby agrees to provide the Services as specified in the Schedules.  The Service will be provided in accordance with the terms and conditions contained herein and for the period specified in the Schedules.

3.2
This Contract may be made available to other Public Sector Organisations in the future subject to the Contractors agreement and on terms to be agreed.   

4
Amendments to Service Provision

4.1
The Contractor may propose or the Authority may request, during the period of the Agreement, a variation in the manner in which the Service is provided.  There will be no variation to the Agreement except where mutually agreed in writing between the Parties.

4.2
In the event of the Parties hereto agreeing at any time to amend this Agreement any such amendment shall be recorded by means of a memorandum executed by the Parties and annexed hereto.

Quantity/Volume of Work

Should an estimated volume of work or annual value be indicated in the Schedules, then it should be understood that this estimate is only approximate and there is no guarantee that during the period of the Agreement the volume required will be restricted to the amounts stated. The Contractor will be expected to supply a total amount of Services for the period, whether greater or smaller, at the agreed service charge.

If the Agreement is for a specific quantity of work or services against a one off, pre-defined and/or specified requirement, then it is expected that the quantity of work or services stated in the Schedules as being required will be ordered by the Authority, however, the Authority reserves the right to vary the quantity up or down as may be necessary.

6.
Authorised Officer

6.1
The Authority will nominate an authorised officer named in the schedules attached empowered to act on its behalf.  The Contractor will nominate an individual (the Contract Manager) who is empowered to act on its behalf and will notify the Authority in writing of the full contact details of the nomination.

6.2
In the absence of such nomination, the Head of Procurement will be the Authority's Authorised Officer.

7.
Service Charges

7.1
The Service Charges are set out in the Schedules and all figures exclude VAT.

7.2
Fixed charges or Single/Once only payments shall not be subject to variation.

7.3
The Contractor shall have the right to vary any agreed variable or periodic Service Charges by giving to the Authority not less than 3 months written notice in advance of such variation effective at the end of the initial period specified in the Schedules or annually thereafter:  

(i) Such variation shall not result in the charges exceeding the annual C.P.I. ruling at the time of increase and should not preclude the possibility of any reductions in charges.

(ii) Any notice of variation will be limited to one request in any 12-month period.

7.4
All price changes will only become effective when agreed and accepted in writing by the Authority's Authorised Officer.

8.
Terms of Payment

8.1
The Contractor shall invoice and the Authority shall pay those Service Charges specified in the Schedules as due for payment at the intervals specified in the Schedules.

Contractors will be paid by BAC’s and will receive remittances electronically.

Provided that any payment made by the Authority shall not imply acceptance by the Authority that the Services have been satisfactorily performed, all payments due under the Agreement shall be paid by the Authority either within the period specified in the schedules from receipt of a correct invoice and in the default of such specification thirty days from the date of invoice.

8.3
The Authority reserves the right to withhold payment against any invoice that is not submitted in accordance with the Agreement and shall forthwith notify to the Contractor in writing the reasons for withholding payment.

The Contractor undertakes not to incur other costs chargeable to the Authority without the Authority's prior agreement in writing.

8.5       Where the Service Provider enters into a Sub-Contract with a supplier or contractor for the purpose of performing the agreement, it shall cause a term to be included in such a Sub-Contract that requires payment to be made of undisputed sums by the Service Provider to the Sub-Contractor within a specified period not exceeding 30 days from the receipt of a valid invoice, as defined by the Sub-Contract requirements.

Service Availability

 Should the Contractor be delayed or impeded by any act or omission of the Authority or any circumstances beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor the Contractor shall promptly notify the Authorised Officer in writing of such delay or impediment whereupon the Authorised Officer shall grant the Contractor in writing such extension of time as he may in his absolute discretion deem to be reasonable and the Period of the Agreement shall be amended accordingly.

Any revision of the programme of work shall be submitted to the Authorised Officer for approval whose decision shall be binding on the Contractor.

9.3
Time is of the essence in this Agreement. 

10
Contractor to Inform Himself Fully

10.1
The Contractor shall be deemed to have examined the requirements specified and the Conditions contained within this Agreement.  No claim from the Contractor for additional payment shall be allowed on the grounds of misinterpretation of any matter relating to the requirements specified in these Conditions on which the Contractor could reasonably have satisfied himself beforehand with reference to the Authorised Officer, or such other means as may have been appropriate.

Patents Designs and Copyright

11.1
The copyright in all material created or commissioned by the Contractor will vest in and remain vested in the Authority.

The Contractor shall indemnify the Authority against all claims, damage, cost and expenses, claimed or incurred by reason of any infringement of letters, patent, designs or copyright by the Authority's use or possession of material supplied under this Agreement by the Contractor where copyright is vested in the Contractor.

The Authority’s Property

The Contractor will take every reasonable precaution to safeguard the Authority's property entrusted to the care of the Contractor and the extent to which the Contractor and its officers, agents, employees shall be liable for any damages, claims, expenses arising out of injury to any person whosoever or for the loss or damage to any property whatever which shall arise for any reason is detailed in the Schedules.

Statutory and Other Regulations
13.1
The Contractor will operate in accordance with all Acts of Parliament, amendment or re-enactment of any Act , Statutory Regulation, or other such laws, recommendations, guidance or practices as may affect the provision of the Service specified under the Agreement.

13.2
The Contractor guarantees that all Services provided will comply with the requirements of the Health and Safety at Work Act 1974, of the relevant statutory provisions as defined in the Act and of any regulations made by virtue of the provisions of the Act or the relevant statutory provisions and undertakes to take all necessary steps to secure the health and safety of employees and third parties.

Where an appropriate E.C. Standard, British Standard specification or British Standard Code of Practice issued by the British Standard Institution is current at the date of this contract, it is required that as the case may be all Services provided and all workmanship shall be at least in accordance with such standards.

13.4
The Contractor undertakes that at any time, at the request of the Authority, a "Method Statement" will be provided, which details the work routines to be carried out and procedures to be followed so as to ensure that the health, safety and welfare of all parties is assured.  The Contractor will, on request, also supply to the Authorised Officer a copy of his "Health and Safety Policy Statement" and relevant Risk Assessments as required under the Management of Health and Safety at Work Regulations 1999.

14.
Standard of the Works

14.1 The Contractor shall deliver the Service and complete all required tasks in accordance with the standards specified in the Schedules or any other standards as may be agreed at a later date between the Parties. 

14.2 The undertaking given in this Clause is in lieu of any condition or warranty express or implied by law as to the quality of fitness for any particular purpose of any part of the Service.

Unless otherwise specified in the Agreement including the Schedules, the Contractor shall use good quality materials, the best applicable techniques and standards and execute the Contract with care, skill and diligence in accordance with best practice.

15.
Assignment

15.1
Neither party shall assign the Agreement or any of its rights or obligations there under without first having received the written approval of the other party (provided that the Authority may assign the benefit of the Agreement to any of his associated or subsidiary companies or to any leasing or financing company of his choice).

15.2
The Contractor shall not sub-contract the Agreement or any part thereof without having first obtained the written permission of the Authority provided that this restriction shall not apply to sub-Contracts for materials or minor details or any part of the work to be performed or materials or equipment to be supplied for which the sub-Contractor is named in the Agreement.

15.3
The Contractor shall be responsible for the acts, defaults and omissions of its sub-contractors, whether approval has been given to their appointment under this Clause or not, as if they were his own and any consent given under this Clause shall not relieve the Contractor of any of his obligations under the Agreement.

15.4
Provided always that it shall be a condition of any subletting which may occur that the sub-contract shall determine immediately upon the determination for any reason of the Agreement or the relevant part thereof.

16.
Indemnity and Insurance
16.1 Any litigation resulting from an accident or negligence that is the responsibility of the Contractor who will meet any claims for compensation.

The Contractor is responsible for remedying, at no extra cost to the Authority, the Contractors failure to comply with the terms of the Agreement or existing legislation from time to time in force.

The Contractor shall indemnify and keep indemnified the Authority against injury (including death) to any persons or loss of or damage to any property which may arise out of the act, default or negligence of the Contractor, his employees or agents in consequence of the Contractors obligations under the Agreement and against all claims, demands, proceedings, damages, costs, charges and expenses whatsoever in respect thereof or in relation thereto, provided that the Contractor shall not be liable for nor be required to indemnify the Authority against any compensation or damages for or with respect to injuries or damage to persons or property to the extent that such injuries or damage result from any act, default or negligence on the part of the Authority, his employees or Contractors (not being the Contractor or employed by the Contractor).

The Authority shall indemnify and keep indemnified the Contractor against injury (including death) to any persons or loss of or damage to any property which may arise out of the act, default or negligence of the Authority, his employees or agents in consequence of the Authority's obligations under the Agreement and against all claims, demands, proceedings, damages, costs, charges and expenses whatsoever in respect thereof or in relation thereto, provided that the Authority shall not be liable for and not be required to indemnify the Contractor against any compensation or damages for or with respect to injuries or damage to persons or property to the extent that such injuries or damage result from any act, default or negligence on the part of the Contractor or his employees or Contractors.

Without thereby limiting their responsibilities under Conditions 16.2 and 16.3, each Party shall insure with a reputable insurance company against all loss of or damage to property and injury to persons (including death) arising out of or in consequence of his obligations under the Agreement and against all actions, claims, demands, costs and expenses in respect thereof.

16.5
Documentary evidence of the existence of such policies must be provided by the Contractor when requested by the Authority.

17
Consequential Loss

17.1
Neither Party shall be liable to the other for any consequential loss or damage howsoever caused except as regards liability for death or personal injury caused by its negligence and shall not in any event be liable for any failure to perform or unsatisfactory performance of its obligations herein in any way attributable to any circumstances whatsoever beyond its control.

18.
Breach/Termination and Review

18.1
The Authorised Officer may at all times investigate whether or not the Contractor is providing a Service in accordance within the provisions of this Agreement.

18.2
It shall be lawful for the Authority to reject any Services provided which are in the Authority's opinion not equal in quality and all other respects to the Service requirements intended by this Agreement.  The Contractor shall, if instructed to do so provide within a reasonable time substitute Services to the agreed standard at no additional cost or if requested issue a full credit to cancel any invoices raised or provide the appropriate refund.

18.3
If the Contractor shall fail to perform the Services required under this Agreement within the time, or in such manner as specified in the Agreement then it shall be lawful for the Authority to obtain should it think fit, other services from such persons and at such prices as the Authority may consider necessary and any loss, costs and expenses reasonably incurred by the Authority resulting from this action over and above the prices hereby agreed to be paid howsoever arising shall be borne by the Contractor and may be deducted by the Authority from any monies due to the Contractor or recovered by action as the Authority may think fit.

18.4
The Contractor may not terminate the Agreement except in the circumstances described in Conditions 18.5 and 18.6.

18.5
The agreement may be terminated forthwith by either Party on written notice if the other party is in breach of condition of the terms of the agreement and, in the event of a breach capable of being remedied, fails to remedy the breach within 14 days of receipt of notice thereof in writing.

18.6
Either Party may terminate the Agreement forthwith on written notice if the other party becomes bankrupt, or makes a composition or arrangement with its creditors, or has a proposal in respect of its company for a voluntary arrangement for a composition of debts, or scheme of arrangement approved in accordance with the Insolvency Act 1986 or goes into liquidation.

18.7
Termination of the Agreement shall not prejudice any rights of either Party that have arisen on or before the date of termination.

The Authority shall be entitled to terminate the contract and to recover from the Contractor the amount of any loss resulting from such cancellation if the Contractor shall have offered or given or agreed to give to any person any gift or consideration of any kind as an inducement or reward for doing or forbearing to do or for having done or forborne to do any action in relation to the obtaining or the execution of the contract or any other contract with the Authority or if the like acts shall have been done by any person employed by him or acting on his behalf (whether with or without the knowledge of the Contractor) or if in relation to any contract with the Authority the Contractor or any person employed by him or acting on his behalf shall have committed any offence under the Prevention of Corruption Act 1889 to 1916, or any amendment of them or shall have given any fee or reward the receipt of which is an offence under sub-section 2 of Section 117 of the Local Government Act 1972.

The Conditions described below shall survive the termination of this Agreement from any cause:

The Contractor and the Authority at all times during the currency of, or after completion or termination of the Agreement, shall use reasonable endeavours to keep confidential any information obtained under the Agreement and, excepting as provided for in Conditions 19.2 and 19.3, shall not divulge the same to any third party without the consent in writing of the other party.

The Contractor acknowledges that the Authority is a ‘Public Authority’ within the meaning of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 and understands that correspondence received by the Authority from third parties requesting the disclosure of information forming part of the Contractor tender submission or this Agreement will be dealt with in accordance with the Act. 

19.3
The Contractor and the Authority will comply fully with the requirements of the Freedom of Information Act 2000, the Data Protection Act and the Contractor agrees that; 

(i) The Authority may disclose such information to anyone who makes a request;

(ii) The Authority may publish some of the information provided by the Contractor in its Publication Scheme;

Force Majeure

In the event of delay or failure arising from any such cause the Authority will have the right to make alternative arrangements for the provision of the service specified in the Agreement and the Contractor will have the right to seek to re-negotiate the terms of the Agreement.

Waiver

No delay, neglect or forbearance on the part of either Party in enforcing against the other Party any term or condition of the Agreement shall either be or be deemed to be a waiver or in any way prejudice any right of that Party under the Agreement.

Up to twelve months prior to expiry the parties shall meet to agree an exit strategy.  The parties shall in particular agree a date for the transfer of data and if no agreement can be reached the Contractor shall take such steps to ensure that all data is transferred to a new Service provider in the format reasonably requested by the Authority within one month of Termination of the Agreement.

Law

For the avoidance of doubt the Contractor shall not provide employees and subcontractors with previous convictions relating to offences involving children/young persons or vulnerable adults. Neither shall the Contractor provide employees and subcontractors where information has been provided indicting that they are unsuitable to work with children/young persons or vulnerable adults.
